5.2.2
Precedence of 5G ProSe configuration information
The 5G ProSe configuration information for ProSe direct discovery, ProSe direct communication, ProSe UE-to-network relay and ProSe usage reporting configuration and rules can be:

a)
pre-configured in the ME;

b)
configured in the UICC;

c)
provided or updated as a ProSeP by PCF; 

d)
provided or updated by a ProSe Application Server via PC1 reference point except:

1)
authorization policy for 5G ProSe direct discovery and restricted ProSe discovery UE ID for restricted direct discovery in parameters for 5G ProSe direct discovery;

2)
authorization policy in parameters for 5G ProSe direct communication; and

3)
the following parameters provisioned in the UE assuming the role of a 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay: 

i)
authorization policy for acting as a 5G ProSe Layer-3 and/or Layer-2 UE-to-Network Relay when "served by NG-RAN";
ii)
QoS mapping rules for 5G ProSe Layer-3 UE-to-Network Relay; and
iii) For 5G ProSe Layer-3 UE-to-Network Relay to relay Ethernet or Unstructured traffic from Remote UE by using IP type PDU Session; or

4)
the following parameters provisioned in the UE assuming the role of a Remote UE and thereby enabling the use of a 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay:
i)
authorization policy for using a 5G ProSe Layer-3 and/or Layer-2 UE-to-Network Relay;
5)
the following parameters provisioned in the UE in support of the UE assuming the role of a 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay as well as in the UE in support of the UE assuming the role of a 5G ProSe Remote UE and thereby enabling the use of a 5G ProSe UE-to-Network Relay:
i)
radio parameters for 5G ProSe relay discovery when the UE is not "served by NG-RAN "; and

ii)
radio parameters for 5G ProSe relay communication when the UE is not "served by NG-RAN"; or

e)
a combination of case a), b), c) or d) above.

NOTE:
After receiving the 5G ProSe configuration information provided or updated by the ProSe Application Server via PC1 reference point, the UE may put them into effect and revoke (e.g. delete) the same 5G ProSe configuration information provided or updated as a ProSeP by the PCF from the ProSe Application Server.

The UE should not request or accept any 5G ProSe configuration information from PCF when the UE is working as a Remote UE using a 5G ProSe Layer-3 UE-to-Network Relay without involving N3IWF. 

Apart from that, the UE shall use the 5G ProSe configuration information in the following order of decreasing precedence:

a)
the 5G ProSe configuration information provided or updated as a ProSeP by PCF;

b)
the 5G ProSe configuration information provided or updated by a ProSe Application Server via PC1 reference point;

c)
the 5G ProSe configuration information configured in the UICC; and

d)
the 5G ProSe configuration information pre-configured in the ME.
