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4.23.2	Handling of network's indication of country of UE location
The network can only provided an indication of country of UE location via a satellite NG-RAN cellis only applicable for a UE operating in satellite access mode.
The UE may receive an indication of country of UE location from the network in REGISTRATION REJECT, DEREGISTRATION REQUEST or SERVICE REJECT. If provided, the contents of the indication of country of UE location may be applied in proeedures described in 3GPP TS 23.122 [5].
If an indication of country of UE location is provided to the UE, that indication will be valid until the next successful initial registration to a PLMN through satellite access or when updated by the network.
If the UE receives an indication of country of UE location from a network not accessed through satellite access, the UE shall ignore the received indication.
