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1	Overall description
CT1 would like to thank RAN2 for sending the LS on establishment/resume cause value and UAC on L2 SL Relay in R2-2104644 (C1-212849).
Regarding the questions from RAN2, CT1 has analyzed NAS impacts and would like to provide answers as below:
1. On establishment/resume cause value:
Option 1: define a new establishment/resume cause value that is used for all cases when a relay UE establish/resume an RRC connection due to a connection of remote UE;
Option 2: reuse existing establishment/resume cause values.
Question 1: which option does CT1 prefer?
Answer 1: CT1 understood the option 1 would be beneficial if RAN provides different handling for L2 SL Relay operation but it may not be able to provide exact cause value from the remote UE for RRC connection. CT1 agrees the option 2 has no NAS impact and it is up to RAN to decide which cause value can be used for establishment/resume by the relay UE. CT1 has no preference.
2. On using legacy access control mechanism:
RAN2 made following agreement regarding remote UE’s UAC:
Remote UE can reuse legacy access control and no need to enhance the access control procedure of Remote UE.
Question 2: Can CT1 confirm this agreement?
Answer 2: CT1 confirms the RAN2 agreement works.
3. On whether skip UAC procedure:
Option 1: Relay UE should skip UAC procedure
Option 2: Relay UE should perform UAC procedure
Question 3: When IDLE/INACTIVE Relay UE intends to access network only for the purpose of relaying but not for its own service, which option does CT1 prefer?
Answer 3: CT1 prefers option 1 as the remote UE performs UAC and it could lead double-barring if the relay UE performs UAC for the remote UE's data.
Actions
ACTION: 	CT1 kindly ask RAN2 to take the above feedback into account.
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
