Conclusion for key issue 1

The following are the conclusions for key issue #1 Determination of the country of the UE location that will progress to the normative phase:
As per RAN1 agreements, the UE supporting satellite access supports GNSS capability.

-
UE can use its location capability to determine its geolocation and map it a country of UE location. This mapping is outside of scope of 3GPP. In determining geolocation, the UE relies on the GNSS capability.

- UE can additionally rely on legacy procedures to determine a country, e.g. using an MCC of a terrestrial cell of a PLMN serving the same area (if the UE supports terrestrial access), or using MCC received during the procedures for determining whether the visited country mandates the selection of the N3IWF or ePDG in this country (if the UE supports non-3GPP access).
-
UE registered with a PLMN may use the MCC of the RPLMN to determine the country of its location if the RPLMN uses country-specific MCC. 
-
UE can use UE location information provided by a PLMN in the NAS signalling along with cause value #78 do determine the country of its location.
