Overall description
With 23.502 CR 2482 r1 (S2-2101667) SA2 agreed that the network will reject the 5G registration request with a new 5GMM reject cause “PLMN not allowed to operate at the present UE location” if the UE attempts registration in a geographical position in which the network is not allowed to provide services. However, SA2 has not defined the geographical scope of this registration reject. If no other allowable PLMN+RAT is available, the UE might trigger a new registration attempt even it is still in the “forbidden area to provide service”.
CT1 has discussed this aspect based on the discussion paper in C1-213155 and identified the need that the UE shall apply a “forbidden area to provide service” within which the UE shall not trigger new registration attempts towards this PLMN. 

The network may optionally provide the details of the “forbidden area to provide service” in the NAS message containing the reject cause, or the UE shall use a default area of fixed size for the “forbidden area to provide service”. This default area is to be defined in one of the 3GPP specifications, e.g. in TS 24.501.
