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1. Introduction

3GPP TS 24.558 contains a clause on Edge Enabler Server API Definitions, which needs to be completed based on the requirements and procedures spcified in TS 23.558, clause 8.5.

2. Reason for Change

The EAS discovery procedure enables the EEC to obtain information about available EASs of interest. The discovery of the EASs is based on matching EAS discovery filters provided in the request. 3GPP TS 23.558 clause 8.5 provides stage-2 level requirements and signalling flows for the EAS discovery procedure. Clause 8.5.4 of 3GPP TS 23.558 provides the detail requirements for defining the necessary API, which is already included in TS 24.558 and notes were added for FFS where applicable.

This pCR proposes general updates on the structure for EAS discovery procedure so it is aligned with the one adopted in TS 29.501 as well as with the Service provisioning API definition, clause 7 of TS 24.558.

3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.558 v0.3.0.
