When a UE camps on a satellite NG-RAN cell, the UE may receive multiple TACs from the lower layers. In this case, the UE shall select a single TAC considering, e.g. the registration area. After the selection, the UE shall provide the lower layers with the selected TAC and regard the concatenation of the current PLMN ID and the selected TAC as the current TAI.
