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Introduction:
This document proposes a process for creating new version of Technical Specifications (not under change control) and Technical Reports (not under change control) after CT1 meetings.
[bookmark: _Hlk73345011]Procedure for specifications not under change control
1. The Rapporteur will implement all pCRs agreed in the CT1#132e meeting in both main body and OpenAPI specification (if applicable). Changes will be identified with the pCR/tdoc number. For those stable APIs, rapporteurs will also generate the yaml file by using a proper text editor (e.g. NotePad++).
2. Rapporteur will provide the draft TS/TR by Thursday, October 21st, 15:00 UTC in a zip file that will contain the yaml file (if applicable) in the Inbox/drafts folder of CT1#132e:  Directory Listing /ftp/tsg_ct/WG1_mm-cc-sm_ex-CN1/TSGC1_132e/Inbox/Drafts (3gpp.org): 
Same naming convention will be used as for existing TSs/TRs. Rapporteurs will also upload the yaml files (when stable) in 3GPP Forge.
The stored version will also include corrections on the topics identified by the rapporteur in the implementation process.
3. All syntax errors identified by the rapporteur or any other delegate after the 3GPP meeting will be communicated via the CT1 reflector to decide if the Rapporteur can solve that as part of the rapporteur’s role. 
4. Rapporteur will provide a final TS/TR version and yaml file to address comments given on the CT1 list by Monday, October 25th, 15:00 UTC.
When applicable, updated yaml files will be stored in 3GPP Forge. 
Final version of the TS will be stored on the 3GPP Server.
