Overall description
CT1 thanks RAN2 for the Reply LS on UAC enhancements for minimization of service interruption when disaster condition applies. To aid RAN2 in the selection between solutions #38 and #40, CT1 would like to provide the following feedback on the two questions asked in the Reply LS.
Q1: whether MINT UE should be independently configured for Access Identity 3 for each Access Category (compared to Access Identity 0)?
Answer 1: The intention of solutions #38 and #40 is that the MINT UE attempting to access a PLMN providing disaster roaming will use Access Identity 3, independently of which Access Category is used. The barring factors to use with Access Identity 3 are indicated separately per Access Category. For solution #38 the RAN provides a set of barring factors specifically for Access Identity 3, and for solution #40, RAN provides a set of barring factors which offsets the legacy barring factors.
Q2: whether access control for Access Identity 3 applies both: barring factor and barring time?
Answer 2: CT1 has not specified whether the barring times differ when Access Identity 3 is used compared to other Access Identities but leaves to RAN to decide whether such flexibility is to be supported or not.
