CT1 thanks RAN2 for their LS on limited service availability of an SNPN. CT1 would like to provide the following answer to RAN2’s question:

RAN2’s question: Can CT1/SA2 to confirm that the R17 SNPN-capable UEs that are not in SNPN Access Mode and R17 Non-SNPN capable UEs cannot camp on an SNPN cell supporting emergency services to obtain emergency services via any SNPN?
CT1’s answer to RAN2’ question: 
· CT1 can confirm that R17 Non-SNPN capable UEs cannot camp on an SNPN cell supporting emergency services to obtain emergency services via any SNPN.
· Regarding SNPN-capable UEs that are not in SNPN Access Mode, CT1 has agreed the attached CR by which, if an SNPN-capable UE was unable to find normal service from a PLMN and cannot find a PLMN supporting emergency services in limited service state, the UE can switch to SNPN access mode and look for SNPNs supporting emergency services.
So an SNPN-capable UE that has been unable to find a PLMN providing normal service or a PLMN providing emergency services in limited service state PLMN can look for SNPNs supporting emergency services and thus end up camping on an SNPN cell supporting emergency services to obtain emergency services via any SNPN.
