For the questions from RAN2, the answers from CT1 are listed as below:

Q1: whether MINT UE should be independently configured for Access Identity 3 for each Access Category (compared to Access Identity 0)? 

CT1's answer: The basic assumption in CT1 regarding the configuration of UAC is that multiple access categories (AC) can be configured for each access identities (AI). This means that even though there are multiple AC configurations for AI0 already, separate set(s) of AC configurations for other AIs can be configured.

Q2: whether access control for Access Identity 3 applies both: barring factor and barring time?

CT1's answer: CT1's understanding is that all the barring information for any AI should apply both barring factor and barring time.
In addition, after discussing two candidate solutions on the enhancements of UAC for disaster roaming, CT1 agreed to go forward with the solution #xx in the normative work of MINT. So CT1 would like to ask RAN2 to update their specifications accordingly.
