Introduction

In S2-2106703, SA2 suggests CT1 to take the lead and progress the standardization of the functionality, also taking SA3 input into consideration. As stated in the initial LS in S2-2101072, the functionality refers to an indication of UE support for each of these new parameters to UDM.
Accordingly, In S3-214447, SA3 provided the following feedback:

SA3 has concluded that the user plane will be used for provisioning of SO-SNPN or PNI-NPN credentials in Rel-17. SA3 further concluded that the definition of UP and CP provisioning protocols is also out of scope of Rel-17.

Discussion

In our understanding, the parameters under discussion are:

i) NSSAA credentials;

ii) PDU session authentication credentials;

iii) credentials (in the "list of subscriber data"); and

iv) a default configured NSSAI.

SA3’s LS clarifies that update of parameters i) – iii) is out of the scope in Rel-17.

For iv), there is no need to indicate the capability to the HPLMN because there is no backward compatibility issue. In addition, even for simplicity, CT1 can let a UE mandatorily support default configured NSSAI update via UPU if the UE support accessing an SNPN using credentials from a CH.

Conclusion

CT1 should conclude that there is no need for a UE to indicate parameters which can be updated via UPU in Rel-17 eNPN. The decision should be notified to SA2 and SA3.
