Procedure at Constrained device

In order to request configuration, the MSGin5G Client on the constrained device may send a CoAP POST request message to the MSGin5G Client on the Gateway MSGin5G UE via the PC5 link as defined in TS 24.554[X]. In the CoAP POST request, the MSGin5G Client:
a)
shall set the "T" field in the CoAP header to 0 to indicate acknowledge message required;

b)
shall include the address of the Gateway MSGin5G UE in the Option header of the CoAP message and set the Option header to a corresponding value;

c)
shall set the "Content-Format" element to "50" to indicate the format of the CoAP payload is "application/json"; and
d)
shall include the following information elements in the CoAP payload in JSON format:

1)
the "MSGin5G service identifier" element set to indicate that this CoAP POST request message is used for MSGin5G service;
2)
the "Message Type" element set to indicate a constrained device configuration message;

3)
the "MSGin5G UE ID" element set to indicate the MSGin5G UE initiating configuration procedure;
Upon receiving a CoAP 2.05 (Content) response to the previous CoAP POST request for configuration, the MSGin5G Client shall parse the CoAP Payload, which is in JSON format as specified in 6.2.2.1, to get and store the received MSGin5G configuration data.
