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Overall description
CT1 thanks RAN2 for the valuable information provided in the LS in R2-2111612. Based on this information, CT1 has decided to define a new substate in the 5GMM state machine, in which a NAS-initiated uplink transmission is not possible due to lack of GNSS position in the AS. The NAS 5GMM layer transitions in/out of this substate based on the indications from the AS to the NAS that the GNSS position is not/is available (i.e. uplink transmission is not/is possible).  
Furthermore, when the NAS 5GMM layer is in the new substate and an uplink transmission needs to be initiated, a request indication is sent to the AS layer to trigger the GNSS acquisition.

Actions

ACTION: 
3GPP TSG CT WG1 asks RAN2 to specify:
a) the indications from the AS to the NAS about the availability of the GNSS position for UL transmission; and
b) the AS behavior upon receiving a request indication from the NAS to trigger GNSS acquisition for UL transmission.

3GPP TSG CT WG1 asks RAN2 to keep CT1 in the loop with all the decisions made by RAN2 related to this matter.
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
