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1. Introduction

CT1 received SA3 LS S3-214447 where SA3 informs CT1 that "SA3 has concluded that the user plane will be used for provisioning of SO-SNPN or PNI-NPN credentials in Rel-17" and asks "if CT1 still identifies the need for UE capabilities indication in UPU, CT1 is kindly requested to inform SA3".

This document evaluates whether new UPU parameters were defined in Rel-17, support of which the UE needs to indicate to the UDM, so that the UDM can provide those parameters using UPU.
2. Discussion
The following new UPU parameters has been discussed in Rel-17:

1)
UPU parameters for credentials for NSSAA and for credentials for PDU session authentication and authorization procedure: Those UPU parameters will not be specified in Rel-17 since SA3 LS S3-214447 states "SA3 has concluded that the user plane will be used for provisioning of SO-SNPN or PNI-NPN credentials in Rel-17".

Thus, there is no need to provide UE indication of support of those parameters to the UDM.
2)
Default configured NSSAI UPU parameter: This parameter was not specified for a UE in SNPN access mode in Rel-16 and is newly specified for a UE in SNPN access mode in Rel-17. When the UE is registered in non-subscribed SNPN, the subscribed SNPN can assume that the UE supports the Default configured NSSAI UPU parameter as Rel-16 UE cannot register in non-subscribed SNPN. When the UE is registered in subscribed SNPN, the subscribed SNPN does not know whether the UE supports the Default configured NSSAI UPU parameter.


Thus, there is a need to provide UE indication of support of this parameter to the UDM.
3)
Disaster roaming information UPU parameter: This parameter is newly specified in Rel-17. The UDM does not know whether the UE supports this parameter or not. When the UE is registered in HPLMN, or in a MINT supporting VPLMN, AMF could inform HPLMN's UDM about UE's support of MINT. When the UE is registered in a MINT not-supporting VPLMN, AMF would not inform HPLMN's UDM about UE's support of MINT.


Thus, there is a need to provide UE indication of support of this parameter to the UDM.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to inform SA3 about the additional UPU parameters defined in Rel-17 and ask whether UE indication of support of the additional UPU parameters defined in Rel-17 needs to be secured between the UE and the HPLMN.
