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1. Introduction

CT WGs are working on the Phase 2 on CT aspects of architecture enhancements for 3GPP support of advanced V2X services. The current approved WID can be found in CP-211116 [1].
An update to the approved WID is necessary and this paper provides the necessary information.
2. Discussion

The current approved version of the WID on CT aspects of architecture enhancements for 3GPP support of advanced V2X services – Phase 2 (eV2XARC_Ph2 in CP-211116 [1]) indicates that impacts to CT3 are potentially needed, quote of [1]:
For CT3, the expected work includes:

· potential impacts to the PCC framework for V2X services in 5GS with regards to apply PC5 DRX configuration for V2X services;
· potential impact to the NEF northbound interface to support PC5 DRX configuration for V2X services;
The potential impacts are in detail shown in the table of impacted specifications of [1], quote:

However, CT3 discussed at their meeting a document from Huawei (see C3-215110 [2]) which analysed the potential impacts of eV2XARC_Ph2 to their specifications as follows:
(1)
TS 29.522 and TS 29.519 support the AF to provision the service parameters of V2X over PC5 reference point to the PCF. Within TS 29.522 and TS 29.519, the ParameterOverPc5 data type is defined to contain the service parameter of V2X over PC5 reference point, while the ParameterOverPc5 is type of string and the encoding complies with the UE policies for V2X communication over PC5 as defined in subclause 5.3 of 3GPP TS 24.588. In this case, the service parameters for V2X communications are provisioned to the PCF transparently. From CT3 point of view, no change is required in TS 29.522 and TS 29.519 to support the PC5 DRX configuration provisioning.

(2)
TS 29.525 supports the PCF to provision the V2X policy to the UE. Within TS 29.525, the UePolicy data type can be used to contain the V2X Policy, while the UePolicy is type of Bytes and the enconding complies with the "MANAGE UE POLICY COMMAND" message content, as defined in Table D.5.1.1.1 of 3GPP TS 24.501. The PCF needs to derive the UE policy including the PC5 DRX information from the servic parameters provisioned by the AF and then encodes the UE policy within the UePolicy data type. The UE policy is provisioned to the UE transparently finally. The enhancement of PCF is needed to support the UE policy decision including the PC5 DRX information, but it is an internal logic and no feature negotiation is needed between the core network entities. From CT3 point of view, no change is required in TS 29.525 to support the PC5 DRX configuration provisioning.

(3)
TS 29.513 describes the call flows of AF-based service parameter provisioning and UE policy provisioning in general. From CT3 point of view, no change is required in TS 29.513 to support the PC5 DRX configuration provisioning.
Based on the above, Huawei’s view is that no impact to CT3 specifications exists in order to support eV2XARC_Ph2 work in Rel-17. CT3 agreed with this view at their CT3#118e meeting.
3 Conclusion
This paper provides a summary of the discussion which took place at the last CT3 meeting (#118e) based on an input document from Huawei (see C3-215110 [2]). CT3 agreed with the Huawei view that there is no impact to their specifications in order to support eV2XARC_Ph2 work in Rel-17.
Hence, the authors of this paper propose to update the WID on eV2XARC_Ph2 by removing the impacts to CT3.from the work (see C1-21abcd).
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
