Overall description
SOR requirements in TS 22.011 states the following:
"If the UE is registered on a VPLMN that is present on the User Controlled PLMN List, the steering request shall be ignored. PLMNs contained on the User Controlled PLMN List shall have priority over the steered-to-PLMN."
"It shall be possible for the HPLMN at any time to direct a UE, that is in automatic mode, to search for a specific VPLMN and, if it is available, move to that VPLMN as soon as possible. This VPLMN shall then be regarded as the highest priority VPLMN as defined by the operator, though any EHPLMN or PLMN on the User Controlled PLMN list shall have higher priority.".
CP-SOR was introduced in Rel-15 with a UE security check of the received SOR-information by the UE to help the UE to get the knowledge of anti-SOR performed by the VPLMN transferring the SOR information from the HPLMN to the UE. A successful security check leads to the UE sending an ACK to the HPLMN, if requested by the HPLMN, to ensure the successful security check of the received SOR information by the UE.
CT1 is discussing the use case when the selected PLMN is a VPLMN which is in the "User Controlled PLMN Selector with Access Technology" list and the UE in automatic network selection mode receives SOR information, and the security check of the received SOR information failes in the UE. 
CT1 cannot reach consensus, for the use case above, whether the VPLMN still has higher priority than the steered-to-PLMN or the VPLMN will be considered as untrustworthy and the UE needs to obtain normal service in another available and allowable VPLMN as soon as possible. 
Question:

CT1 kindly asks SA1 in the use case above whether the VPLMN still has higher priority than the steered-to-PLMN or the VPLMN will be considered as untrustworthy?
