But the current coding of UTC-based counter LSB IE does not align with the above, which uses 8 least significant bits.

a)	the four least significant bits of the UTC-based counter associated with the discovery transmission opportunity used by the UE performing 5G open ProSe direct discovery. announcing; or
b)	the eight least significant bits of the UTC-based counter associated with the discovery transmission opportunity used by the UE performing ProSe direct discovery announcing for restricted ProSe direct discovery or for ProSe direct discovery for public safety use.

Bits 1 to 4 of octet 21 are set to the four least significant bits of the UTC-based counter encoded as specified in clause 11.2.5.

Bits 5 to 8 of octet 1 are spare and shall be coded as zero. 

For restricted ProSe direct discovery and for ProSe direct discovery for public safety use:
Bits 1 to 8 of octet 1 are set to the eight least significant bits of the UTC-based counter encoded as specified in clause 11.2.5
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
