E.2.1.1.1	General
The UE may support the 3GPP PS data off feature.
If the UE supports the 3GPP PS data off feature, then:
a)	the UE can be configured with an indication whether the SS configuration via XCAP is a 3GPP PS data off exempt service; and
b)	the UE may support being configured with the indication whether the SS configuration via XCAP is a 3GPP PS data off exempt service using one or more of the following methods:
1)	the EF3GPPPSDATAOFF described in 3GPP TS 31.102 [15B]; and
2)	the SS_XCAP_config_exempt node of 3GPP TS 24.424 [22].
If the UE is configured with both the SS_XCAP_config_exempt node of 3GPP TS 24.424 [22] and the EF3GPPPSDATAOFF described in 3GPP TS 31.102 [15B], then the EF3GPPPSDATAOFF shall take precedence.
In case of SNPN, if the UE supports the 3GPP PS data off:
a)	the UE can be configured with:
1)	up to two indications whether the SS configuration via XCAP is a 3GPP PS data off exempt service for each subscribed SNPN whose entry exists in the "list of subscriber data", one indication is valid for the UE camping in the subscribed SNPN, and the other indication is valid for any non-subscribed SNPN the UE is camping in; and
2)	an indication whether the SS configuration via XCAP is a 3GPP PS data off exempt service for PLMN subscription, valid for any non-subscribed SNPN the UE is camping in; and
b)	for a subscribed SNPN whose entry exists in the "list of subscriber data", the UE may support being configured with the indication whether the SS configuration via XCAP is a 3GPP PS data off exempt service using one or more of the following methods:
1)	the SS_XCAP_config_exempt node of 3GPP TS 24.424 [22], if the UE is in the subscribed SNPN.
2)	the SS_XCAP_config_exempt_non_subscribed_SNPN node of 3GPP TS 24.424 [22], if the UE is in the non-subscribed SNPN.
	For PLMN subscription, the UE may support being configured with the indication whether the SS configuration via XCAP is a 3GPP PS data off exempt service using the following method:
1)	the SS_XCAP_config_exempt_non_subscribed_SNPN node of 3GPP TS 24.424 [22], if the UE is in the non-subscribed SNPN.
When the UE is only configured with the indication valid for the UE camping in the subscribed SNPN, the UE shall use this indication also when the UE is in the non-subscribed SNPN.
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
