After an MSGin5G UE registered to the MSGin5G Server, for monitoring the UE reachability status, the MSGin5G Server may act as SCS/AS or AF to send a one-time monitoring request or a continuous monitoring request to SCEF/NEF over T8/N33 reference point as specified in clause 4.4.2.2 of 3GPP TS 29.122 [m1] or clause 4.4.2 of 3GPP TS 29.522 [m2]. In the request, the MSGin5G Server shall include the monitoringType with the value "UE_REACHABILITY" as specified in Table 5.3.2.4.3-1 of 3GPP TS 29.122 [m1].
For sending a one-time monitoring request to request one-time monitoring of UE reachability, the MSGin5G Server shall include the maximumNumberOfReports with the value "1" and shall not include the monitorExpireTime as specified in clause  4.4.2.2.1 of 3GPP TS 29.122, upon receiving the response to the one-time request, the MSGin5G Server shall store idle mode information received in the response, including the information elements (e.g. activeTime, edrxCycleLength and periodicAUTimer) specified in Table 5.3.2.3.3-1 of 3GPP TS 29.122 [m1].
For sending a continuous monitoring request to subscribe a continuous monitoring of UE reachability event, the MSGin5G Server shall include maximumNumberOfReports with the value greater than 1 or include the monitorExpireTime as specified in Table 5.3.2.1.2-1 of 3GPP TS 29.122 [m1]. Upon receiving the monitoring notifications with the data specified in clause 5.3.2.3.2 of 3GPP TS 29.122 [m1] from SCEF/NEF, the MSGin5G Server shall respond with an acknowledgement of the notification as specified in clause 5.2.5 of 3GPP TS 29.122 [m1] or clause 5.4.2.3 of 3GPP TS 29.522 [m2], and the MSGin5G Server shall use the UE reachability monitoring event report received in the notifications to update its information on the UE's availability.
If the MSGin5G Server determines to unsubscribe a monitoring event of UE reachability, the MSGin5G Server shall act as SCS/AS or AF to send a HTTP DELETE request to SCEF/NEF over T8/N33 reference point as specified in clause 4.4.2.2 of 3GPP TS 29.122 [m1] or clause 4.4.2 of 3GPP TS 29.522 [m2].
NOTE:	How the MSGin5G Server determines to subscribe or unsubscribe for monitoring of UE reachability events is implementation dependent.
