Overall description
CT1 thanks RAN2 for the feedback on RAN delay at NAS message transport at satellite access. CT1 has taken the RAN2 guidance into account and concluded that NAS supervision timers need to be extended and the needed extension for message transport delay is approximately 12 s for initial NAS procedures and approximately 5 s for non-initial NAS procedures. CT1 has agreed a solution in which specifically defined values are used for applicable NAS supervision timers at UE access via satellite NG-RAN cells, independent of the satellite access type. [or for MEO/GEO satellite access types only, depending on CT1 agreed solution]
