NOTE 1:
When the "oneTimeRep" attribute is provided and set to "true", the Individual EAS Discovery Subscription is immediately terminated after returning the EAS discovery information in the HTTP POST response body or in a subsequent notification request.

NOTE 2:
When the "immediateRep" attribute is provided and set to "true" and the "oneTimeRep" attribute is either provided and set to "false" or not provided at all, the Individual EAS Discovery Subscription is maintained after returning the EAS discovery information in the HTTP POST response body or in a subsequent notification request.


If the EES is unable to process the request (e.g. was not able to determine the EAS using the input information in the request or using the locally available information), the EES shall reject the request with an appropriate response code as specified in table 5.2.6-1 of TS 29.122 [3];
If the subscription expiration time is provided in the HTTP POST response, the service consumer (e.g. EEC) shall send an EAS discovery subscription update request prior to the expiration time if the service consumer (e.g. EEC) wants to maintain the subscription. If an EAS discovery subscription update request is not received prior to the expiration time, the EES shall treat the EEC as implicitly unsubscribed;

If a failure response is received for the EAS discovery request, the service consumer (e.g. EEC) may resend the EAS discovery subscription request, taking into account the received failure cause. If the failure cause indicated "REGISTRATION_REQUIRED" error in the "cause" attribute of the ProblemDetails data structure, the service consumer (e.g. EEC) shall perform EEC registration as specified in clause 5.2.2.2.2 before resending the EAS discovery information reporting subscription request.
