A UE that supports NSWO in 5GS and is configured to use NSWO in 5GS, shall not perform NSWO in EPS. NSWO in 5GS capability can be enabled and disabled via configuration on the USIM (see 3GPP TS 31.102 [35]) or on the ME. Configuration on the USIM shall take precedence over the ME.
[bookmark: _Hlk99483583]In order to use NSWO in 5GS, a UE shall perform the EAP-AKA' authentication procedure as specified in 3GPP TS 33.501 [5] annex S.3. The UE shall use as its identity the SUCI in NAI format as defined in clause 28.7.3 of 3GPP TS 23.003 [8]. Upon receipt of an EAP-Request/AKA'-Challenge message the UE shall apply the rules for comparison of the locally determined ANID "5G:NSWO" (see table 8.1.1.2-2 of 3GPP TS 24.302 [7]) and the Network Name field of the AT_KDF_INPUT attribute received in the EAP-Request/AKA'-Challenge message as specified in IETF RFC 5448 [38].
A roaming UE that supports NSWO in 5GS and is configured to use NSWO in 5GS shall use as its identity the SUCI in decorated NAI format as specified in clause 28.7.x of 3GPP TS 23.003 [8] and according to the procedure described in clause 5.2.3.2.3 of 3GPP TS 24.302 [7].
