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1. Overall Description:
During the stage-3 5G_ProSe work, CT1 has found an issue on using configuration information provisioned in the UICC or ME for 5G ProSe direct discovery over PC5:

When performing 5G ProSe direct discovery over PC5, the initiating UE shall include ProSe application code (in open 5G ProSe direct discovery for model A) or ProSe restricted code (in restricted 5G ProSe direct discovery for model A) for announcing, or the initiating UE shall include ProSe query code for solicitation (for model B), and the corresponding discoveree UE should include ProSe response code for responding.

As per stage-2 requirement, the UE can use valid authorization parameters in UICC or ME to perform 5G ProSe direct discovery over PC5.

However, the ProSe application code, ProSe restricted code, ProSe query code, and ProSe response code for 5G ProSe direct discovery over PC5 are managed by 5G DDNMF, and are not included in the provisioned policy/parameters to the UE. 

In some scenarios when UE fails to interact with 5G DDNMF (e.g. UE not in NG-RAN coverage) and hence does not have any valid ProSe application code, ProSe restricted code, ProSe query code, or ProSe response code from 5G DDNMF. CT1 would like to ask the following questions to SA2:

Q1)	Whether the ProSe application code, ProSe restricted code, ProSe query code, or ProSe response code could be provisioned in the configuration information?

Q2)	If the answer to Q1) is no, then how to enable a 5G ProSe direct discovery over PC5 using the configuration information provisioned in the UICC or ME when the UE fails to interact with 5G DDNMF?
