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1	Introduction
When a UE initiates a call pull, an access attempt may occur. In CT1#133bis-e, we proposed that such an access attempt should not be barred and hence should be categorized as a mobile-terminated one (see C1-220613, C1-220615, C1-220617). However, there was no consensus on whether such an access attempt should not be barred. The situation was similar in CT1#134-e, i.e. there was no agreement.
In light of this, in this paper we address two alternatives and introduces CRs implementing the two alternatives.

2	Alternatives
2.1	Alternative 1: Should not be subject to barring
The rationale is that the call already passed access control and should not be barred again. The CRs are in C1-222804, C1-222806, C1-222815, and C1-222818.

2.2	Alternative 2: Should be subject to barring
The rationale is that the call pull is attempted by a different UE. The access attempt should be mapped to MO-MMTEL-voice/video. The CR is in C1-222829.

3	Conclusion
CT1 should agree on either alternative.
