The UE may support the NSAG.
If the UE supports NSAG, the UE NAS layer shall provide the lower layers over the 3GPP access with the NSAG information, if available.
The UE NAS layer provides the lower layers over the 3GPP access with one or more entries of the NSAG information before or when the UE enters 5GMM-IDLE mode over 3GPP access or 5GMM-CONNECTED mode with RRC inactive indication. Each entry consists of:
a)	an S-NSSAI in the allowed NSSAI;
b)	a slice priority; and
c)	for this S-NSSAI, one or more associated NSAG ID(s) for cell reselection with corresponding TAI(s).
NOTE:	Whether the UE NAS layer provides a NSAG priority for each associated NSAG ID of the same S-NSSAI is up to UE implementation.
The UE NAS layer provides the lower layers over the 3GPP access with one or more entries of the NSAG information when the UE in 5GMM-IDLE mode over 3GPP access sends a SERVICE REQUEST message. Each entry consists of:
a) an S-NSSAI in the allowed NSSAI; and
b)	for this S-NSSAI, one or more associated NSAG ID(s) for RACH with corresponding TAI(s).
Editor's note:	Whether the UE NAS layer provides a priority for slice based RACH is FFS according to SA2 and RAN2 requirement.
