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1. Overall Description:
CT1 thanks SA2 and RAN2 for their LSs on EPS fallback enhancements.

CT1 would like to provide the following response:
· Overall CT1 agrees with SA2’s assessment in SA2’s reply LS S2-2203590 that introduction of this functionality in RAN2 specification would have system-level impacts, would not work in all scenarios and that there are several system level issues that would deserve to be discussed in a system level study in a potential future release, after clear identification of the problem statement in the expected deployment scenarios

· CT1 would like to provide additional feedback on 2 points mentioned in SA2’s reply LS S2-2203590:

· Regarding point B)-1. in S2-2203590, CT1 agrees that if the buffered SIP INVITE is dropped due to the UE being in RRC Inactive or RRC Idle and there is no support for inter-MME/inter-RAT HLCom in the network, the SIP retransmission timer may expire or may need to be extended, which will cause additional delay in call setup

· Regarding point C)-1. in S2-2203590, CT1 confirms that after mobility to E-UTRAN, the MO call initiation procedure would have to be re-initiated by the IMS layer in the UE, which would have impact on CT1 specification
