	Current spec states the UE shall not include the Uplink data status IE in the periodic registration message, see below:

This IE shall be included if the UE has uplink user data pending to be sent, unless the UE performs a periodic registration updating procedure.
It is not correct. This is because there exists one case that the UE shall include the Uplink data status IE in the periodic registration message. The case is: the UE has one or more active always-on PDU sessions, and the user plane resources for those PDU sessions are not established, the UE initiates the periodic registration message. For this case, the UE shall include the Uplink data status IE to re-establish user plane resources assoiciated with the always-on PDU sessions, see below:
If the UE has one or more active always-on PDU sessions associated with the access type over which the REGISTRATION REQUEST message is sent and the user-plane resources for these PDU sessions are not established, the UE shall include the Uplink data status IE and indicate that the UE has pending user data to be sent for those PDU sessions. If the UE is located outside the LADN service area, the UE shall not include the PDU session for LADN in the Uplink data status IE. If the UE is in a non-allowed area or is not in an allowed area as specified in subclause 5.3.5, the UE shall not include the Uplink data status IE except for emergency services or for high priority access. If the UE supports MUSIM and requests the network to release the NAS signalling connection, the UE shall not include the Uplink data status IE in the REGISTRATION REQUEST message.
The reason is for always-on PDU session, the user plane resources have to be established during every transition from 5GMM-IDLE to 5GMM-CONNECTED mode, no matter the connection mode is triggered by the periodic registration message or not, see defintion of always-on PDU session.
