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Abstract
This document provides information on potential eUEPO (enhancement of 5G User Equipment policy) impacts to CT WGs

Introduction
In Rel-18 the stage 2 work of eUEPO started at SA#94-e with the SA2 study item on Enhancement of 5G UE Policy (FS_eUEPO). The approved SID is in SP-211649. The key issues and solutions of the SA2 study are captured in TR 23.700-85.

Rapporteur of the FS_eUEPO study item is Changhong Shan from Intel.

The completion rate of the FS_eUEPO study item is currently 77%.

TR 23.700-85 specifies the following Key issues:
· Key Issue #1: URSP in VPLMN
· Key Issue #2: 5GC awareness of URSP enforcement
· Key Issue #3: Provision consistent URSP to UE across 5GS and EPS
· Key Issue #4: Support standardized and operator-specific traffic categories in URSP

TR 23.700-85 specifies a total 35 solutions with 9 solutions addressing KI#1, 12 solutions addressing KI#1, 7 solutions addressing KI#3, and 7 solutions addressing KI#4. 

SA2 is expected to agree on the evaluation of the solutions and conclusions during its next WG meetings.


Discussion
The following section give a high-level and non-exhaustive overview of potential impacts to CT WGs. 

Key Issue #1 URSP in VPLMN

Depending on the selected solutions there is potential impact to CT1 and CT3 for enhancing URSP to support VPLMN IDs. Furthermore, there is potential impact to CT3 for URSP related interactions between V-PCF and H-PCF and for the generation of VPLMN specific URSP.

Key Issue #2: 5GC awareness of URSP enforcement

Depending on the selected solutions there is potential impact to CT1 and CT3 for supporting UE assistance reporting. Furthermore, there is potential impact to CT1, CT3 and CT4 for supporting URSP verification and enforcement.

Key Issue #3: Provision consistent URSP to UE across 5GS and EPS

Depending on the selected solutions there is potential impact to CT1 and CT3 for supporting URSP provisioning and updating in EPS.

Key Issue #4: Support standardized and operator-specific traffic categories in URSP

Depending on the selected solutions there is potential impact to CT1 and CT3 for enhancing URSP to support traffic categories.

Conclusion
Based on the above discussion eUEPO will potentially have impact to CT1, CT3 and CT4. However, SA2 has not completed the FS_eUEPO study in TR 23.700-85 yet. Specifically, SA2 has not agreed on the overall evaluation and conclusions yet. It is therefore proposed to follow the eUEPO progress in SA2 closely. Intel would like to submit a WID after the SA2 study is completed.
