3	Justification
During the release-17 ID_UAS work, CT1 has defined a new session management procedure; Service-level-AA procedure and a new container; Service-level-AA container, CT3 has defined Naf_authentication API, and CT4 has defined Nnef_authentication API. For future-proofness, stage-3 WGs have designed the protocol for generic purpose, not limited to the ID_UAS feature. In other words, any vertical services requiring authentication and/or authorization procedure with 5GS/EPS, release-17 service-level-AA procedure and Nnef_Authentication API/Naf_Authentication API should be used as baseline. 
However, release-17 description for use of service-level-AA procedure and Nnef_Authentication API/Naf_Authentication API is limited to UAS services. Hence, work is needed to enable these features for any vertical services.
4	Objective
The objectives of this work item are to work on the stage-3 aspects both on the API based authentication/authorization and on the service-level-AA procedure to make it generic for any vertical services. The basic assumptions inherited from the release-17 are:
1) Service-level device ID is required for those services; and
2) UE subscription data should indicate to perform AA procedure for those services
The following impacts on 3GPP CT working groups are identified:
CT1
1) Enhancement of the service-level-AA procedure and service-level-AA container to cope with any vertical services requiring AA procedure (e.g., specifying successful case, reject case, retry case)
2) Further enhancement of the service-level-AA procedure and service-level-AA container for the case where multiple services (requiring AA procedure) are available for the UE, which is corresponding to the bullet 3 in CT3/CT4 scope mentioned below.
CT3 and CT4
1) Introducing or extending a data model to support AA for generic services.
2) Enhancement for target NF discovery e.g., how to discover proper NEF for the target service, and how to discover the target application function.
3) Further enhancement for the case where multiple services (requiring AA procedure) are available for the UE
- Whether and how SMF determines the target NEF corresponding to the target application service
- Whether and how NEF can deal with multiple services for AA procedure
