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Abstract
This document provides information on eUEPO (enhancement of 5G User Equipment policy) work and potential impacts to CT WGs

Introduction/Discussion
In Rel-18 the stage 2 work of eUEPO started at SA#94-e with the SA2 study item on Enhancement of 5G UE Policy (FS_eUEPO). The approved SID is in SP-220791. The key issues, solutions, and conclusions of the SA2 study are captured in TR 23.700-85.

Rapporteur of the FS_eUEPO study item is Changhong Shan from Intel.

The completion rate of the FS_eUEPO study item is currently 80%.

TR 23.700-85 specifies the following Key issues:
· Key Issue #1: URSP in VPLMN
· Key Issue #2: 5GC awareness of URSP enforcement
· Key Issue #3: Provision consistent URSP to UE across 5GS and EPS
· Key Issue #4: Support standardized and operator-specific traffic categories in URSP

TR 23.700-85 specifies a total 35 solutions with 9 solutions addressing KI#1, 12 solutions addressing KI#1, 7 solutions addressing KI#3, and 7 solutions addressing KI#4. TR 23.700-85 specifies initial conclusions on the solution to KI#1, KI#3 and KI#4. There is no conclusion on a solution to KI#2 yet.

The Rel-18 SA2 work item “Enhancement of 5G UE Policy” (eUEPO) was approved (see SP-220980) by TSG SA at SA#94-e with the following objectives based on the conclusion on the solution to KI#3 and KI#4 of TR 23.700-85:

· Enhancements for provisioning UE with consistent URSP across 5GC and EPC based on URSP provisioning via ePCO in EPS based on the conclusion for KI #3 in TR 23.700-85. 
NOTE 1:	No new interface will be defined.

· Support standardized and operator-specific traffic categories in the Connection Capability of Traffic Descriptor of URSP rule based on the conclusion for KI #4 in TR 23.700-85.
NOTE 2:	Potential new objectives will be further added based on the final conclusion of KI#1 and KI#2 in TR 23.700-85.

Conclusion
SA has approved a new Rel-18 SA2 work item on “Enhancement of 5G UE Policy” (eUEPO) which has potential impacts to CT1 and CT3. Based on this Intel is proposing a new work item on CT aspects of enhancement of 5G UE Policy (eUEPO).
