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	Reason for change:
	In the CT1#132-e meeting, the CR4124 against TS 24.501 was agreed and later approved by TSG CT (i.e., CP-220249).

The CR proposed to introduce a new optional IE called Extended CAG information list in the DEREGISTRATION REQUEST message (UE terminated de-registration) including an associated clause (i.e., new clause 8.2.14.x) to provide the conditions to when the new IE has to be included in the message.

However, the published TS 24.501 v17.6.0 and following failed to implement the CR4124 correctly as the new clause 8.2.14.x was not implemented in the new version of the specification. This means that implementers do not know how/when the new IE is to be included in the message.

So this CR proposed to correct the implementation error of approved CR4124 so that the new clause 8.2.14.x is provided.

This issue is in fact serious as it has been discovered by the ETSI TF160 team that implements the RAN5 test cases in TTCN. So test cases cannot be developed for the new Extended CAG information list in the DEREGISTRATION REQUEST message (UE terminated de-registration).

	
	

	Summary of change:
	Correct the implementation of approved CR4124 so that the new clause 8.2.14.x is added as 8.2.14.7A (just before the clause 8.2.14.8 on Lower bound timer value).

Backward Compatibility Analysis
The CR is backward compatible. It does not change the DEREGISTRATION REQUEST message.

	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	Wrong implementation of CR4124 remains which causes undesired behavior as there is no specified conditions for how/when the optional Extended CAG information list IE is to included for the network. Hence, implementers do not know how/when the new IE is to be included in the message.
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8.2.14.7A	Extended CAG information list
If the UE supports Extended CAG information list, the network may include this IE to assign a new "CAG information list" to the UE or delete the "CAG information list" at the UE side.
