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	Reason for change:
	If the UE looses 5G coverage, moves to 2G/3G CS domain cell and performs location updating (LU) procedure and if the LU is rejected the UE deletes some parameter(s) e.g. the list of equivalent PLMNs.

If the UE moves back to 5G coverage, and if the UE did not initiate ATTACH or RAU during the visit in 2G/3G PS domain registration is OK. However, due to 2G/3G CS domain rejection some parameter(s) e.g. ePLMN list is missing in the UE which means the UE may select a PLMN other ePLMN in upcoming network selection procedure.

UE behavior on above use case is not specified.

Therefore, it is proposed that in above use case the UE must perfrom the MRU or initial registration to download parameters from the network.


	
	

	Summary of change:
	When the UE moves back to 5G from 2G/3G after deleted parameters, e.g. list of equivalent PLMNs, due to LOCATION UPDATING REJECT while in A/Gb or Iu mode and the UE did not perform ATTACH or RAU while in A/Gb or Iu mode, the UE may perform initial registration or MRU in 5G in order to update the registration.


	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	Without “list of equivalent PLMNs” the UE may select a PLMN other than ePLMN.
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At returning to NG-RAN coverage, if the UE determines that one or more mobility management parameter(s) (e.g., the list of equivalent PLMNs) was deleted in the UE due to reception of a LOCATION UPDATING REJECT message while in A/Gb mode or Iu mode and the UE did not initiate a GPRS attach or routing area updating procedure, the UE shall perform either initial registration procedure as described in subclause 5.5.1.2.2 or mobility registration update procedure as described in subclause 5.5.1.3.2.
