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1. Overall Description:
CT1 thanks SA2 for their LS (C1-226343/S2-2209860) on Progress and open issues for NPN enhancements in Rel-18. CT1 has the following answers for questions raised by SA2.


Question 3: For KI#4 SA2 is progressing means to enable selection of a hosting network, SA2 wonder if CT1 prefers to re-use the terminology SNPN access mode when the hosting network is an SNPN?  

Based on current requirements in SA2, CT1 sees no issues to re-use the terminology "SNPN access mode" when the hosting network is an SNPN.

Question 4: When progressing normative CRs for KI#2, it was proposed to re-use SNPN access mode also when the UE selects an SNPN over non-3GPP access. SA2 understands that TS 24.501 also uses “SNPN access operation mode” and therefore wonder what would be the appropriate term to use for a UE that selects SNPN over non-3GPP access? 

Currently CT1 has used the term "SNPN access operation" mode to specify SNPN access mode or access to SNPN over non-3GPP access wherein the term "non-3GPP access" in an SNPN refers to the case where the UE is accessing SNPN services via a PLMN. Based on current requirements in SA2, when UE selects SNPN directly over non-3GPP access, CT1 would prefer to continue to use the term "SNPN access operation mode".
