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1. Introduction

SSCMI (Store SOR-CMCI in ME indicator) is specified in the SOR transparent container IE. SSCMI was used to indicate the UE whether to store the SOR-CMCI in the NV.

Based on current SPEC TS 23.122 and TS 24.501, only if the UE receives the steering of information containing SOR-CMCI and the UE receives the "Store SOR-CMCI in ME" indicator set to "Store SOR-CMCI in ME", the UE shall store the received SOR-CMCI in the NV. Never talking about if the UE receives the SOR-CMCI and the UE receives the "Store SOR-CMCI in ME" indicator set to "Do not Store SOR-CMCI in ME", how the UE shall behave.
There may be several explanations for this question.
2. Discussion

Explanation 1: If the SOR-CMCI is present, the "Store SOR-CMCI in ME" indicator shall always be set to "Store SOR-CMCI in ME". Hence, the UE doesn’t need to consider the scenario that the SOR-CMCI is present but the "Store SOR-CMCI in ME" indicator set to "Do not Store SOR-CMCI in ME".
If explanation 1 is the right answer, the SSCMI is redundant and can be removed. The UE shall store the SOR-CMCI as long as the SOR-CMCI is present, which seems feasible.
Explanation 2: The scenario that the SOR-CMCI is present and the "Store SOR-CMCI in ME" indicator is set to "Do not Store SOR-CMCI in ME" does exist. 
If explanation 2 is the right answer, how the UE shall behave needs to be answered. The possible behaviour is the UE discards the received SOR-CMCI and keeps using the NV or USIM stored SOR-CMCI. If this is the case, updating the SOR-CMCI to the UE is pointless.
Considering there is no point of updating the SOR-CMCI to the UE if the "Store SOR-CMCI in ME" indicator is set to "Do not Store SOR-CMCI in ME", explanation 1 is more reasonable.
Hence, the proposal to the explanation 1 is recommended.
3 Conclusion

The proposal to the explanation 1 is recommended. The SSCMI is redundant, which shall be removed. The relevant CR is C1-226685.
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
