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1. Overall Description:
CT1 thanks SA2 for the LS on UE event reporting over a user plane connection to LCS client or AF. CT1 notes the TS 23.273 requirements in clause 6.16, and CT1 has the following observations:

· The communication occurs between an application residing in the UE and an LCS Client/AF
· The established UP connection is used for positioning messages between UE and LCS Client/AF
· An LCS Client/AF UP end point is located outside the 3GPP domain

CT1 has the following comments:

· Parameters used to establish a UP connection between UE and LCS Client/AF can be provided by the LCS Client/AF by application specific means.
· Establishment of the UP connection can be done using existing functionality
· CT1 sees no justification to specify a 3GPP protocol for transfer of messages between an application in the UE and an end point outside the 3GPP domain.

Thus, for a solution as outlined in TS 23.273, clause 6.16, CT1 does not see any work under their remit.

To SA2, SA3, CT3 groups.
