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1. Overall Description:
CT1 has developed protocols which require allocation of new UDP ports by IANA:
· the SEAL off-location management protocol (SLMP) as defined by TS 24.545; and
· CoAP protocol messages used between MSGin5G clients acting as a relay on UEs UDP port registration or MSGin5G RelayProtocol (MSGin5GRP) defined by TS 24.538.

CT1 has investigated the alternatives captured in TR 29.941 as the allocation of new UDP port numbers cannot meet IANA/IETF requirements for the port number allocation (see Annex C in R 29.941). CT1 view’s is that two new 3GPP allocated port numbers are the way forward (i.e., solution #6; 3GPP allocated port number solution) and after considered the information provided by TS 29.641, CT1 would like to request allocation of new 3GPP allocated port numbers.

2. Actions:
To CT WG4 group.
ACTION: 	CT WG1 requests CT WG4 to allocate two different UDP port numbers for the protocol SLMP and MSGin5GRP (see TS 24.545 and TS 24.538 respectively).
