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1. Overall Description:
CT1 would like to thank SA2 regarding the LS on the user plane connection between UE and LCS client/AF. CT1 provides the following answer to SA2 question.

Question:
SA2 asks CT1 and CT3 to comment on suitable types of user plane address for an LCS Client or AF (e.g. such as an IP address and/or FQDN) and the transport protocols and application level messages that may be suitable to transfer location event reports. 

Answer:
[bookmark: _Hlk127276875]As to user plane address, CT1 supports the UE utilizing the IP address or FQDN to establish the connection with AF. When both IP address and FQDN are provided, which to be used is up to UE implementation. CT1 also believes, if the IP address of the LCS client or AF is dynamic and it is fluid during the user plane LCS session lifetime, to ensure continuous connections, the FQDN is preferred from UE’s perspective.

[bookmark: _GoBack]As to transport protocols and application level messages, CT1 believes location event reports via the user plane are encapsulated in the application layer and they are transparent to NAS protocol. Besides, how to regard some LCS clients (e.g., 5GC NFs), including whether they have the same characters as AF in the user plane connection, needs to be considered in stage 2.
