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	Reason for change:
	The EPTI IE is missing from the message table of the PMFP UAT COMMAND message (see Table 6.2.1.11.1-1). This is a mandatory IE in the message, and there is no way to send this message without that IE.

Actually in the CT1#134-e meeting, the CR0081 (in C1-221132) against TS 24.193 (which had originally introduced the EPTI IE in the PMFP UAT COMMAND message) was agreed and later approved by TSG CT (i.e., CP-220239).

However, the published TS 24.193 v17.4.0 failed to implement the CR0081, though Annex B of the specification indicates that the CR was implemented, as can be seen in the following snippet from Annex B:
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So there is need to actually correct the specification so that the approved CR is implemented correctly. Hence this is mandatory to be corrected for Rel-17, and it can be mirrored to Rel-18.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	Adding the missing EPTI IE in the PMFP UAT COMMAND message.

Backward compatibility analysis:
The CR is backward compatible since it is already specified in the normative text that the UE shall include the EPTI IE in the message. As can be seen in clause 5.4.9.2:
c)	set the EPTI IE of the PMFP UAT COMMAND message to the allocated EPTI value.
 However the table content of the messages misses this IE.
