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Background and introduction for the new WID
Some IoT NTN deployments having sparse LEO constellations and limited number of ground stations, the satellite can communicate with IoT NTN device when flying over but in its current position the satellite may not have connection to NTN GW on the ground.

To support those IoT NTN deployments from Rel-18, the minimum requirement is to have a support for initial attach.

On this issue, the cat B CR was presented in CT1#140 under TEI18. The CR was postponed by CT1 140 and suggested to consider whether the work should be completed under a mini-WID rather than under TEI18 work item.

Therefore, MediaTek Inc. with supporting companies has sent "New WID on Attach suspend/resume for satellite IoT devices" proposal to CT1#141e for agreement.

The scope of the new Rel-18 WID is stage3 and CT1 TS 24.301. Completion target CT#102.

Further considerations e.g., need of architectural changes or enhancements for the S&F operation mode should be addressed in Rel-19 in Study on satellite access - Phase 3 led by SA1.
