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1. Introduction
Stage 2 requirements and procedures for Direct C2 communication using PC5 link between a UAV and a UAV-C are defined in 23.256 clause 5.4, which needs to be specified for implementation in stage 3. In this pCR a general section for authorization of direct C2 communication is specified. 
2. Reason for Change
If not specified, then stage-2 requirements and procedure from TS 23.256 can not be implemented in stage-3 TS 24.577.

[bookmark: _Toc131370366]7.2	Authorization of direct C2 communication
7.1	General
The 5GS supports USS authorization for UAV and UAV-C pairing and direct C2 communication. The pairing of UAV and UAV-C over the PC5 link needs to be authorized by USS successfully before the direct PC5 link for C2 communication is established. The UE supporting direct C2 communication may or may not be capable of connection with 3GPP network. If the UE supporting direct C2 communication is capable of 3GPP network connection, the UAV performs the C2 authorization over Uu as specified in TS 24.501.
For direct C2 authorization procedure, the UE supporting UAS services provides to the network with CAA-level UAV ID and an indication for Direct C2 Communication authorization.
The UAV may be preconfigured with the A2X service type for direct C2 Communication, direct C2 pairing information (e.g., Application Layer ID of the UAV-C), a default Destination Layer-2 ID for initial signalling to establish unicast connection, authorization policy for direct C2 Communication.
