Editor's note:	It is FFS whether User plane connection between UE and AF or LCS Client is in the scope of this specification.
The present document also defines the message format, message contents, error handling and system parameters applied by the protocols for the User plane protocol for supporting LCS and LPP in 5GS.

4.1	Overview
The main function of the Location Services User Plane protocol is to support generic transport of messages of location related protocols:
a)	LPP messages; and
b)	Location services messages.
Location Services User Plane protocol (LS-UPP) procedures are performed between a Location Services User Plane (LS-UP) entity in a UE and an LS-UP entity in the LMF.
The following UE-initiated LS-UPP procedures are specified:
a)	UE-initiated LCS-UP transport.
The following LMF-initiated LS-UPP procedures are specified:
a)	LMF-initiated LCS-UP transport.
The UE-initiated LS-UPP procedures and the LMF-initiated LS-UPP procedures can be performed on the user plane resource of an PDU session via 3GPP access in 5GS as specified in clause 4.y.
LS-UPP messages are transported in an IP packet or an Ethernet frame according to clause 5.2.x.
LS-UPP is a standard L3 protocol according to 3GPP TS 24.007 [xx], LS-UPP messages are standard L3 messages according to 3GPP TS 24.007 [xx] and error behaviour specified for L3 protocol in according to 3GPP TS 24.007 [xx] applies for LS-UPP.
