1. Overall Description:
CT1 would like to thank SA2 for the LS S2-2211347 on UPSI handling at the UE.

SA2 asked:

Question 1: How will the UE react if the PCF provides a Policy Section that contains only the PSI and there is no Policy Section stored in the UE with that PSI?
Question 2: Will the same UE behaviour be expected for a Rel-15, Rel-16 and Rel-17 UE?
--------------
If the UE cannot be execute successfully a received Policy Section, according to the procedure defined in 3GPP TS 24.501, the UE shall respond to the PCF by a reject message which includes:
- the PSI;
- the order of the Policy Section in the received Policy Sections; and 
- cause for the unsuccessful execution, which currently shall always be interpreted as "Protocol error, unspecified" by the PCF, independent of any value is assigned to the cause by the UE.
A new cause with value “UPSC not available” for all releases (Rel-15, Rel-16, Rel-17, and Rel-18), has been agreed by CT1 to avoid wrong interpretation of the reason that the UE cannot successfully execute the Policy Section. Thus, results into a possible loop when the PCF keeps retransmitting the Policy Section.
