	The “Cause” information element appears in “Off-network location management” message as a Type 6 IE, which is wrong since it is a Type 4 IE. More over, the description of the IE in 8.2.5 contains a few errors based on a possible erroneous copy and paste of the preceding IE, i.e. “Message data”.

FASMO Criteria: This is a FASMO situation as with the current IE format, being a Type 6 IE, the receiver will fail to decode the message. The reason behind this is that the receiver would believe that octets 2 & 3 represent the “Length Indicator” whereas only octet 2 is the Length Indicator.
