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	Reason for change:
	The specification defines the Registration accept type 6 IE container IE which allows to transport IEs of type 6 explicitly specified for inclusion in this information element (in the REGISTRATION ACCEPT message).

Firstly, the CR5304 and CR5317 (see C1-232966 and C1-233969) added two new IEs to be transported in the Registration accept type 6 IE container IE, i.e., the S-NSSAI location validity information IE and the S-NSSAI time validity information IE. Both IEs are defined as “S-NSSAI location validity information” and “S-NSSAI time validity information” respectively (see clauses 9.11.3.100 and 9.11.3.101).
However, the clauses indicated under clause 8.2.7.54.1 are incorrect.
Furthermore, the type of the both IEs; the S-NSSAI location validity information IE and the S-NSSAI time validity information IE is FFS as it is indicated that both IEs may not be of type 6. If so, both IEs cannot be transported the Registration accept type 6 IE container IE. Hence, an editor’s notes is needed to be added about that, and finally the clauses indicated under clause clause 8.2.7.54.1 need to be corrected.

Secondly, the CR5281 and CR5228 (see C1-233996, and C1-233991) added two new IEs to be transported in the Registration accept type 6 IE container IE, i.e., the Partially allowed NSSAI and the Partially rejected NSSAI IE. Both IEs are defined as “Partial NSSAI” (see clause 8.2.7.54.1). The CR5207 (see C1-234348) defines the “Partial NSSAI” as, quote of clause 8.2.7.54.1 and adds both the Partially allowed NSSAI and the Partially rejected NSSAI IE as optional IEs for the CONFIGURATION UPDATE COMMAND message.

Note that the maximum length is 923 otects (the calculation of maximym lenght provided by CR5281 in C1-233991) so this fall into an IE of type 6 and not type 4. Hence, an IEI value of type 6 needs to be specified for both; the Partially allowed NSSAI or the Partially rejected NSSAI IE when included in the Registration accept type 6 IE container IE.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	1. An editor’s note is added for the allocation of the IEI vaues of the S-NSSAI location validity information IE and the S-NSSAI time validity information IE.
2. The clauses indicated under the clause 8.2.7.54.1 for the “S-NSSAI location validity information” and “the S-NSSAI time validity information” are corrected.
