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1. Overall Description:
CT1 has observed that SA3 WG has agreed CR 1622 on TS 33.501 (see S3-233272) as part of the security requirements for 5WWC_Ph2, where the CR states the following in clause 7.2.1 of TS 33.501:

19. The AMF shall send a Registration Reject message via N3IWF to the UE as defined in step 17 in clause 4.12.2.2 of TS 23.502[8]. The Registration Reject message is ciphered and integrity protected, and a new 5G-GUTI is provided to the UE. 

And similar requirement is specified in clause 7A.2.1 of TS 33.501, due to the same CR mentioned above.

Currently in Rel-18 (and also in all previous releases) the REGISTRATION REJECT message doesn't contain any 5G-GUTI information element, hence the requirements from SA3 above will have an impact on CT1 specifications. But it is CT1 understanding that a 5G-GUTI is provided by the network to the UE only after a successful registration and not in the registration rejection case.

Hence CT1 would like to get feedback from SA2 about the above use case, regarding whether it is valid or not to provide a new 5G-GUTI to the UE in the REGISTRATION REJECT message.
