A PDU Set comprises one or more PDUs carrying the payload of one unit of information generated at the application level (e.g. frame(s) or video slice(s) etc. for eXtended Reality (XR) Services). All the PDUs of a PDU set are transmitted within the same QoS Flow.
This clause specifies how the SMF instructs the UE to identify PDUs that belong to PDU sets in the uplink.
The support of this feature is optional for the UE and SMF. A UE that supports PDU Set based QoS handling shall indicate so to the SMF in a PDU Session Establishment Request or a PDU Session Modification Request message.
PDU Set identification may be enabled on a per QoS flow basis in the uplink direction.
If the UE indicated support of PDU Set based QoS handling, the SMF may instruct the UE to identify PDU sets for one QoS flow by including a PDU Set identification indicator in a QoS flow description for this QoS flow and by optionally providing the Protocol Description indicating the header, extension header (e.g. RTP/SRTP) and payload type (e.g. H.264) used by the service data flow.
Upon being instructed to identify PDU sets, the UE shall: 
-	identify the PDU sets using the Protocol Description (if available) and the received RTP/SRTP headers or using implementation specific means; details of the RTP/SRTP headers, header extensions and/or payloads used to identify PDU Set Information are defined in 3GPP TS 26.522 [x]; and

-	the PDU Set Sequence Number; 
-	the Indication of End PDU of the PDU Set; 
-	the PDU Sequence Number within the PDU Set;
-	the PDU Set Size in bytes; and
-	the PDU Set Importance, which identifies the relative importance of a PDU Set compared to other PDU Sets within a QoS Flow.
