The AMF may also include a list of equivalent PLMNs in the REGISTRATION ACCEPT message. Each entry in the list contains a PLMN code (MCC+MNC). The UE shall store the list as provided by the network, and if the initial registration procedure is not for emergency services, the UE shall remove from the list any PLMN code that is already in the forbidden PLMN list as specified in subclause 5.3.13A. In addition, the UE shall add to the stored list the PLMN code of the registered PLMN that sent the list. The UE shall replace the stored list on each receipt of the REGISTRATION ACCEPT message. If the REGISTRATION ACCEPT message does not contain a list, then the UE shall delete the stored list. The AMF of a PLMN shall not include a list of equivalent SNPNs.

Problem may occur like below scnearios:

1. UE registers to PLMN 1 over 3GPP access, PLMN 1 give UE eq PLMN : PLMN 1, PLMN 11 and PLMN 12

3. UE deletes the eq PLMN : PLMN 1, PLMN 11 and PLMN 12 
4. UE is not able to use these eqPLMN over 3GPP access

<Scenario 2>
1. UE registers to PLMN 1 over 3GPP access, PLMN 1 give UE eq PLMN : PLMN 1, PLMN 11 and PLMN 12
2. UE registers to PLMN 2 over non-3GPP access, PLMN 2 give UE eq PLMN : PLMN 2, PLMN 21 and PLMN 22
3. UE updates the eq PLMN from: PLMN 1, PLMN 11 and PLMN 12 to : PLMN 2, PLMN 21 and PLMN 22.
4. UE uses wrong eqPLMN over 3GPP access

Same problem applies to eqSNPN as well.

Besides NW/Cell (re)selection, the usage of eqPLMN is also related to registration area / TAI, propose to align the similar logic of registration area ("Within the 5GS, the registration area is managed independently per access type, i.e., 3GPP access or non-3GPP access.") to eqPLMN.

The UE shall store a list of equivalent PLMNs per access type (i.e., 3GPP access and non-3GPP access). These PLMNs in the list of equivalent PLMNs associated with 3GPP access shall be regarded by the UE as equivalent to each other for PLMN selection and cell selection/re-selection over 3GPP access. The same list of equivalent PLMNs associated with 3GPP access is used by 5GMM, EMM, GMM and MM (see 3GPP TS 24.301 [15] and 3GPP TS 24.008 [12]) except for the case when the UE operates in dual-registration mode (see subclause 4.8.3). The PLMNs in the list of equivalent PLMNs associated with non-3GPP access shall be regarded by the UE as equivalent to each other for network selection over non-3GPP access.
