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1. Introduction
The agreed SA2’s CRs (S2-2307552, S2-2307514) specify the functional enhancement based on the current LCS for ranging and sidelink positioning communication on the LCS aspect. Newly added procedures as specified in clause 6.20 of TS 23.273 (e.g., SL-MT-LR and SL-MO-LR) are introduced in LCS procedures. This paper proposes to only capture the general description of the procedures in TS 24.514.
2. Reason for Change
It is proposed to introduce a general description for ranging and sidelink positioning communication on LCS aspect.
3. Proposal
It is proposed to agree with the following changes to 3GPP TS 24.514

Editor’s Note:	This clause will provide description and the procedures for Ranging_SL communication on LCS aspect, e.g. to support Network assisted Sidelink Positioning and Ranging/SL Positioning service exposure. The description may just be brief and help to give a whole picture of the solution for Ranging_SL, and the details of LCS signalling may refer to that defined in 3GPP TS 24.571. 
[bookmark: _Toc132660979]The UE or the network initiates the ranging and sidelink positioning communication utilizing the location services signaling messages defined in 3GPP TS 23.273 [xx] to obtain location information including one or more of the following:
a)	absolute location of the UE;
b)	relative locations or distances between the UEs; and
c)	relative directions between the UEs.
In order to obtain the absolute location of the target the UE, the following procedures defined in 3GPP TS 23.273 [xx] are applied:
a)	Mobile Terminated Location Request (MT-LR) procedure; and
b)	Mobile Originated Location Request (MO-LR) procedure.
In order to obtain the relative locations or distances and directions between the UEs, the following procedures defined in 3GPP TS 23.273 [xx] are applied:
a)	Sidelink Mobile Originated Location Request (SL-MO-LR) procedure;
d)	MO-LR using sidelink positioning;
c)	Sidelink Mobile Terminated Location Request (SL-MT-LR) procedure;
d)	SL-MT-LR for periodic and triggered Location events procedure; and
e)	MT-LR using sidelink positioning.
