The present document specifies the APIs for enabling the edge applications over 3GPP networks for EDGE-1, EDGE-4 and EDGE-4 5 reference points. The application layer architecture, functional requirements, procedures and information flows necessary for enabling edge applications over 3GPP networks are specified in 3GPP TS 23.558 [2]. The APIs are specified as RESTful APIs for EDGE-1 and EDGE-4 reference point except for custom operations wherever required.

In order to support the edge applications over the 3GPP systems, various features are defined to ensure the efficient use and deployment of edge applications, some of which include, registration, discovery, service provisioning, capability exposure and support for service continuity.
The present document specifies the APIs in detail, needed to support the services offered by the EES over EDGE-1 interface, and offered by the ECS over EDGE-4 interface and services offered by EDGE-5 interface for enabling the edge applications over 3GPP network.

The APIs as specified in this document allow secure access to the capabilities provided by the EES and ECS functional entity.
The stage-2 level requirements and signalling flows are defined in 3GPP TS 23.558 [2].
The usage of HTTP, content type, URI structure definition, notifications, error handling, feature negotiation, HTTP headers and Conventions for Open API specification files, as specified in clauses 7.3, 7.4, 7.5, 7.6, 7.7, 7.8, 7.9 and 7.10 of 3GPP TS 29.558 [4] respectively, shall be applicable for the APIs in the current specification.
4.2 Information applicable to APIs over EDGE-5
The stage-2 level requirements are defined in 3GPP TS 23.558 [2].

10 EDGE-5 procedures
10.1 General
This clause specifies the procedures exposed by the Edge Enabler Client (EEC) that shall be invoked by the Application Client (AC) to consume the edge services offered over EDGE-1 and EDGE-4 interface.
As described in clause 8.14 of TS 23.558 [2], the AC shares relevant data with the EEC via reference point EDGE-5 using the API specified in clause 10.2.
10.2 Methods
10.2.1 Overview
Table 10.2.1-1 provides an overview of the methods and notifications, namely:

	AC requests discovery of the EAS.

(NOTE 1)
